Dr. Veronica Watson Receives $32,500 PA-
SSHE Grant to Host Writing Retreats

On March 8, 2009, Stanley Fish in
his New York Times Opinion piece
entitled “Neoliberalism and Higher
Education” addressed the latest
Works and Days volume, “Academic

Freedom and Intellectual Activism in
the Post-9/11 University.” Fish cited Works and
Days contributors Sophia A. McClennen, Henry
Giroux, and Susan Searls Giroux. McClennen was
also one of the speakers at the Works and Days
“Academic Freedom after 9/11” symposium on Feb.
23 that featured keynote speakers Cary Nelson and
Ward Churchill. Since Fish's publicity, Henry Giroux
has published a new essay in CounterPunch
("Making Democracy Matter: Academic Labor in
Dark Times"), where he states that the Works and
Days volume "may be the best collection yet pub-
lished on intellectual activism and academic free-
dom." Such endorsements follow Marc Bousquet's
proclamation in the online edition of The Chronicle
of Higher Education, that the Works and Days vol-
ume is "the best value in academic freedom short of
joining the AAUP." Similarly, in a recent letter to the
IUP administration, AAUP President Cary Nelson
asserts that “the special issue devoted to academic
freedom is one of the most important academic pub-
lications in recent years." Professor David B. Down-
ing, director of the Graduate Literature and Criticism
Program, is the founding editor of Works and Days.
The current special issue on academic freedom was
guest-edited by Doctoral Candidate and Teaching
Associate, Edward J. Carvalho.

Dr. Veronica Watson of the English Department has been
awarded a $32,500 grant from the Pennsylvania State System of
Higher Education to deliver writing retreats for faculty at the 14
System campuses. The Weekend Writing Retreat aims to create
positive perceptions of, and attitudes about, the writing/ publish-
ing process by providing an intensive focus on scholarship devel-
opment for women and minority participants.

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FOREIGN LANGUAGE METHODOLOGY CONFERENCE SET

The annual IUP Spring Conference on Foreign Language Teaching is set to take place on Friday, April 24, at the Chest-
nut Ridge Golf Resort & Conference Center in Blairsville, PA. The conference, which has been a yearly event since
1980, is sponsored by the Departments of French & German and Spanish, and attracts some 200 foreign language teach-
ers from Western Pennsylvania. This year’s keynote speaker is Professor Miles Turnbull, Associate Professor in the Fac-
ulty of Education at the University of Prince Edward Island, Canada, who is an internationally recognized expert in the
area of language immersion education.
